Have I…..?
· Chosen specific literary devices AND purposes to examine
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Made insightful comments about the quotation – I don’t just state what is obvious or already clearly stated; I think about the layers of meaning within the quotation
· Explained the purpose of the literary device – why is it being used? What does it show me?
OR 
When discussing a purpose (e.g. character development) explained what devices or language are used to show that purpose
· Referred to specific words or phrases in the quotation to support my analysis
· Explained all my ideas fully (I haven’t left the reader to make any connections or jumps for me)
· Formatted my journal so that it is easy to read and understand (underlined or highlighted key words/phrases in the quotation; listed the literary devices/purposes etc.)
