· the reason why you are writing
· how you feel about what has happened
· your impressions about the other person
· how you were feeling leading up to the meeting
· make sure your letter is a minimum of 3 well developed paragraphs

· this letter is a formal letter, so make sure you follow the instructions on a formal letter
· the letter needs to be an informative letter, like an editorial, informing people on why the public needs to know about the topic you researched for your native issues presentation; make sure you include the following:
· what the issue is
· why it happened
· why the public should care about it
· make sure your letter is a minimum of 3 well developed paragraphs
